Who says
history is limited?
You can combine
science and his-
tory together and do a presenta-
tion on any of the following topics,
for example: a History of Impor-
tant Scientific Experiments,
World's Greatest Inventions, or
how about some little-known or
unusual inventions. A history of
local agriculture, or the science
behind the study and/or verifica-
tion of historic documents. All can
be connected to science too.

Other topics may include the fol-
lowing: Education, Industry, La-
bor Movement, Women's Suffrage,
Slavery, Civil Rights Movement,
